Prop 79 is a costly, big-government prescription
drug plan that will damage California seniors, patients and
taxpayers. State officials estimate it will cost tens of mil-
lions of dollars to administer.  Respected former legislative
analyst William Hamm says that Prop 79 could also cost
taxpayers over $480 million annually in payments from
drug manufacturers.

Worse, Prop 79 sets up a scheme allowing trial lawyers
to file thousands of frivolous lawsuits over prescription
drugs. These are the same type of shakedown lawsuits
that California voters prohibited just last November when
they overwhelmingly approved Proposition 64.

Because of how it is written, Prop 79 would require
approval from the federal government to take effect.
